REPORT: 
SINDNet Flood Relief Campaign
Introduction of SINDNet – Mirpurkhas:
SINDNet - Mps. is an issue Based Network of 46 allied NGOs in district Mirpurkhas, working for its development, advocacy, awareness, and for uplift the average life here. It established in 2000 after successfully completion of DPM Graduate Training from SPO, Hyderabad. Due to the allied of registered NGOs, SINDNet, Mps. is an unregistered Issue Based Network of NGOs. 

Consistent for the Flood Relief Campaign: 
In Sindh, as the life was moving with its mood and doldrums before the 5th August 2010, season of Moon Soon arrived, suddenly climate changed and shaped in hazardous conditions of Strom, heavy rain and than in flood. First it affected the upper frontier areas of Pakistan than some areas of Punjab, on the date of 5th August 2010 it entered in Sindh, sectored mass destructions, engulf several lives and made millions of peoples homeless. The earthquake’s that hit Pakistan in 2005 and 2008 were regarded as the worst tragedy for the nation. Few have realized that the recent floods have in fact caused more damage then those earthquakes did. As per latest reports official figures stand at 1600 dead and 12 million left homeless.
This Flood Relief Campaign Report covers the overhaul concerning the contribution for relief to flood victims up to 30th September 2010.
Format and plan of the Campaign: 
In an Executive Meeting, office bears first decided to provide relief through holding a Relief Camp but soon realized to start an abundant relief campaign. According to decided decision, during the current month of Ramdan the Eid celebrations were very close to celebrate. During this short period SINDNet will collect funds and provide Eid Dresses and Eidees to the children of flood victims. For the better achievements, SINDNet designed and sectored the Relief Campaign on survey, fundraisings, purchasing, Packaging and providing to flood victims. 
1. Survey:
Mirpurkhas District is exclusive from the flood disaster but several flood victims arrived here. For their relief, requested district management, they refused and excused that the district is not listed for getting any govt. findings from higher authorities. SINDNet surveyed several areas of the district and pointed the victims. Most of the areas of flood victims are:
